We read the story of Moses and the Burning Bush,
focusing on the 2 key events of the and the

(Exodus 3:1-15)

God spoke to Moses from a burning
bush. He told him to free the Israelites
from slavery. This event was important
because God was preparing for the
coming of the Messiah Jesus Christ....
Jesus could not be born into slavery.
God said:’ | have come down to rescue them from the
Egyptians and bring them out of Egypt to a spacious
land, one which is rich and fertile.... | am sending
you to the king of Egypt so that you can lead my
people out....” This event details the call of the
covenant.

In Exodus 3 God refers to himself in several different
ways:
e ‘| am the God of your ancestors, the God of
Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.”
e ‘Il am who | am.”
e |, the Lord the God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.”

God Promised Moses and the Israelites a life of
freedom. In Exodus 3 it states: “Now | am sending you
to the king of Egypt so that you can lead my people
out of his country.
